Responsibilities 

Co-work with Sunday school and 
English fellowship leaders, oversee outreach and discipleship activities throughout the year, and conduct weekly 
prayer meeting. 

• SERMONS: Prepare and give weekly expository preaching as assigned. Preach at special events or retreat as 
assigned. 

• TEACHING & SUNDAY SCHOOL: Oversee the English ministry teaching curriculums. Teach Sunday school class as 
assigned. 

• DISCIPLESHIP TRAINING: Provide or promote training opportunities to disciple church members to be followers 
of Christ 

• SHEPHERDING: Provide care for and counsel to members, through visitations, calling/emailing members, etc. 

• ADMINSTRATION: Coordinate English worship service, and attend staff meetings, deacon meetings, co-worker 
meetings 

 
Accountability 

• Serve as a ministerial staff member of ECBC and report to the senior pastor 

• Perform special duties assigned or designated by the senior pastor of ECBC  

• Follow the constitution and by-laws of ECBC 

• Part time position (25 hours per week) 

 
Qualifications 

• A born-again Christian who has a passion for the Lord and a calling to serve in a multi-ethnic church. Experienced 
in serving youth and young adult is a plus. 

• Subscribed to the Baptist Faith and Message 2000 

• A strong team player who works well with deacons, co-workers, and ECBC staff, and adapts quickly to the 
church’s operation 

• Working on a degree in Master of Divinity or equivalent from an accredited seminary 

• Fluent in English, including reading, writing, speaking, and preaching
